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Only recently we became aware of Paljor Tsarong's biography of his father George, which is far more than just another
book about the Tibetan aristocracy. In its attention to detail, we believe it is one of the best books ever written on the
workings of Tibetan government and society. When you read other (auto-)biographies based on this book, you
understand the events and decisions described by others in a whole new way and can make connections that you hadn't
seen before. At least that's how it feels for us. The workings and dependencies of an absolutist society become tangible.
We have taken this as an opportunity to list our currently available (auto)biographies in the first part of the new
catalogue so that you can also experience them. It seems to us that there is still a lot of unused source material in the
scholarly exploration of Tibet.

In the second part of the list, we are pleased to present numerous new acquisitions, including some antiquarian rarities
such as first editions by D.T. Suzuki. You will also find a collection of Sadhana Publications in this catalogue, several
books about Tibetan dogs or books from the library of mountaineering family Dyhrenfurth — hopefully also something
of interest for you.

A lovely,
remarkable book, one wonders whether Fritz Mihlenweg has seen it, who might have taken inspiration in some of its sentences. "Why
should not I myself write a book ? AlImost everybody who came to my country wrote a book or an article about it somewhere. To write
a book was not in itself difficult, though it might be another thing to get anybody to read it. [...] And I had got used to your ways.
